ITEMS NOT RECYCLABLE
Ceramic bottles and other ceramic
items, flower pats, crystal,
lightbulbs, mirror & window glass,
heat resistant ovenware,
hypodermic syringes, eyeglasses.

All'metal food & beverage
containers (cans). :.
Metal lids, closure caps, alu-
minum pie tins '

Wash Containers.

Remove lids & caps.
Labels DO NOT have to be
removed.

ITEMS NOT RECYCLABLE
Propane cylinders, silverware,
metal/cardboard containers (frozen
juice or motor oil), small appliances,
metal cookware, tin foil, or hypo-
dermic needles. DO NOT INCLUDE
ANY TYPE OF BATTERY.

Plastic food, soap &
beverage containers
with threaded caps.

(Screw on lids)

Wash containers _
Only small necked containers
NO wide mouth containers
such as yogurt and cottage
cheese even if they are
labeled with the recycling
symbol.

O styrofoam.
NO deli-containers.
NO microwave containers.

ITEMS NOT RECYCLABLE
Anti-freeze or motor oil containers,
furniture, plates, plastic bags, tableware,
medicine bottles, plexiglass, fast food
containers, snack bags, yogurt & cottage
cheese containers and Tupperware®
(because of residue).

Remove
lids
